Wite: wite the word from memory. saying fhe word as you do so.
Check: Have you got it right? If yes, fry wiiting it again and again If not.
start again ~ look, say, cover, write, check.

Trace, copy and
replicate.
(and then check)

This s @ similar learning process 1o ‘look, say, cover, write, check but is
about developing automaticity and muscle memory.

Wiite the word out on a sheet of paper ensuring that it i spelt comectly
and it is lorge enough o frace over. Trace over the word and say it af
the same fime. Move next fo he word you have just writien and wiite
it out as you say it. Tum the page over and wiite the word as you say it,
and then check that you have spelt it correctly

If his s easy, do the same process for two different words a the same
fime. Once you have wiitien all your words this way and feel confident,
miss out the fracing and copying of the fracing alone and just write
the words.

The splitting of a word into ifs consituent phonemes in the comect order
to support speling.

Quickwrite

Wiifing the words linked 1o the teaching focus with speed and fluency.
The aim s fo write as many words os possible within a fime consraint.
Pupils can wite words provided by fhe feacher or generate their own
examples. For example, in two minutes write as many words as possible.
with the /iz/ phoneme.

This can be fumed info a variety of compefifive games including
working in teams and developing relay race approaches.

This strategy i useful where the vowel choices are the challenge in the
words, Wite the words without the vowels and pupils have o choose
the comect grapheme o put in the space.
