Understanding the world

Explore the natural world around them during hands-on
experiences, fostering curiosity, making observations

Observe natural processes as occasions arise - ice melting, sound
causing a vibration, light passing through transparent materials,
shadows, magnets, boats floating.

To notice and describe the weather and seasons, using first hand
experience as well as texts about changing seasons

Have awareness of the immediate environment and become more
familiar with the location of the school (name of town/road).
